It is accompanied by pyrotechnics which will appear again in the Gospel
reading. But it is never simply special effects — when God appears, God speaks, with
reassurance and command..

Zion WOW Story: Faithful Care Behind the Scenes

About two weeks ago, while Anne Rankin was working in her Cooper House office, she
heard an unexpected dripping sound from the kitchen.

Someone had just used water upstairs—something that hadn’t happened recently.

Soon it became clear that the ceiling light fixture was filling with water and overflowing
onto the floor.

With drip buckets quickly in place, Anne called Steve Haun.

Steve came right over, tried some simple fixes, and quickly realized this was beyond a
quick repair.

A plumber—and likely a restoration service—would be needed.

The issue turned out to be freezing sewer pipes along an outside wall between the first
and second floors.

That problem was addressed, and to be safe, the pipes to the main line were also
inspected.

After chopping through snow on the front lawn to locate sewer access points and using a
video probe, it was confirmed there were no additional problems.

Thankfully, because the issue was inside the house and not in an underground line, the
repairs are covered by insurance after the deductible.

Steve didn’t just make one visit.
He met plumbers at the Cooper House multiple times, made phone calls to coordinate the
work, chopped ice to find access points, and continues to follow through as restoration is

scheduled.

Anne did more than report the issue quickly or coordinate with Steve and the contractors
who were in and out of the office for many days on end—she even entertained Steve’s



grandkids when he had no other option but to bring them along during an unexpected
visit.

This is one of many stories of Zion members quietly stepping up to care for our buildings
and grounds.

These behind-the-scenes acts of service often go unseen, but they are essential to keeping
Zion a place where we can gather, worship, and feel at home.

Thank you, Steve.
Thank you, Anne.

And thank you to all who show up during the week in big and small ways.

You are truly a WOW at Zion.
