ABOUT EPIPHANY SUNDAY

Epiphany means “manifestation” or “to make known.” On this day we
celebrate the revealing of Christ to all nations. Some Christian
traditions celebrate three great epiphanies on this day: the magi’s
adoration of the Christ child, the baptism of Jesus in the Jordan River,
and Christ’s first miracle of changing water into wine. The word and
sacraments are for us the great epiphany of God’s grace and mercy.
We go forth to witness to the light that shines brightly in our midst.

This day also marks the last day of the Christmas season. Unlike the
words in The Twelve Days of Christmas, don’t expect to see twelve
drummers drumming today!

ABOUT THE GIFTS OF THE MAGI

The three gifts had a spiritual meaning: gold as a symbol of kingship
on earth, frankincense (an incense) as a symbol of deity, and myrrh
(an embalming oil) as a symbol of death. ... Sometimes this is
described more generally as gold symbolizing virtue, frankincense
symbolizing prayer, and myrrh symbolizing suffering.




GENERAL INFORMATION

WELCOME TO ZION! We are glad you have chosen to worship with us. The purpose
of this bulletin is to guide you through our worship service. It contains the four parts of
the Lutheran liturgy (The Gathering, The Word, The Meal, and The Sending) used within
the service.
