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Have you ever noticed how many patterns of brick sidewalks are around the church? The 

walk to Cooper House is a running bond with side-by-side brinks along the edges. There 

is a Herringbone pattern around the corner and a basket weave nearby. Landisville has 

many interesting brick patterns in the sidewalks and the homes reflecting the different 

building periods. There is more to the patterns than just beauty. Each of the patterns was 

developed to provide strength and longevity. 

 

The church is like that too, many people coming together to form a practical and beautiful 

pattern. Each brick is important. Remove one brick and the whole sidewalk begins to slip 

and will soon lose its integrity. Each person in a congregation is important – young, old, 

men, and women. As each person uses their skills to build up the ministry of the body of 

Christ, the church remains vital and strong.
